A 150-man RAF detach-
ment now at Goose Bay will
remain there.

The program for Suffield, 30
miles north west of Medicine
Hat, is much larger. While the
Defence Research Establish-
ment will continue, a Canadian
Forces Base also will be

And work
it has, perhaps not to the degree hoped for
by its more enthusiastic proponents, but
certainly better than prophesied by some of
its more pessimistic detractors.

But while the forces have been suc-
cessfully coping with this widespread
change, they have also been coping with
widespread reductions. Approximately
120,000 servicemen were required to keep
the three former services running at full
efficiency. Today the job -- a smaller job --
is being done by 80,000 servicemen.:
Tomorrow? Well, no one knows what
tomorrow might bring.

There are, . however, certain
inescapable conclusions to be drawn. The
defence budget is currently fixed at the
rate of about $1.8 billion annually. The
current rate of inflation is also fixed,
seemingly at about 6 per cent annually. As
any old age pensioner will tell you, such a
rate of inflation will eventually :scupper®
even the best-planned budget.

The government is then faced with
some unpalatable choices. It can increase
the defence budget, or it can allow the
services to atrophy to a point where they:
will be incapable of functioning. Increasing
the defence budget is always unpopular in
peacetime, and allowing the forces to sink
into decrepitude would not be in the best
interests of the country. For one thing,
Canada has international obligations which
must be honoured, and for another thing,
nations which would defend their own
sovereignty must have the means to defend
it.

Canadian servicemen should be amor;g
those most susceptible to what Alv'n
Toffler calls future shock, a phenomenon in
which an individual, or an organlzafic:g
finds itself cut off from its past by the rap
rate of change brought about by many
factors. Change is rampant throughout our
society, sometimes under the guidance of a
master plan, more often not.

To meet the roles of the future, the
forces will need a master plan. The for-
thcoming White Paper should spell out the
roles of the forces and enable sgrvucemen
to concentrate on achieving the aim, rather
than wondering what the aim might be.

The forthcoming White Paper should
spell out very clearly the reasons for
maintaining the Canadian Armed Forces,
and the jobs that the forces might t;e called
upon to do. It should also spell out in broad
terms what size force might be required to
carry out those roles, what equipmepf
might be required for the forces to fulflll
the roles, and it should give some indication
that the financial backing to make it all
possible will be forthcoming.

Maintenance of the aim is one of the
foremost principles of war, but one must
first have an aim to maintain. The for-
thcoming White Paper should provide that.
We hope.

Another
survivor of a plane crash, long
given up for dead, has walked out
of the bush to safety after
spending 38 days grubbing out an
existence on berries, roots and
the other gourmet delights that
the far north has to offer.

Mixed in with the usual flurry
of stories remarking upon his
good luck, fortune and
management were a few snide
remarks concerning the ef-
ficiency with which the search
and rescue organization carries
out its assigned task. It would
appear, from these reports, that
all one need to do to find the
victim of a crash is to get air-
borne. From then on, the hawk.
like eyes of the true airman take
over, and rescue and ultimate
survival are assured.

Such an argument is just so
muchfractious humbug. Spotting
a small surviver in the midst of
tht_a untracked wilderness which
exists throughout most of the
Pacific search area is a matter of
exceeding good luck. Any sur.
vivor who has not starteq a
major forest fire to help guide
searchers to his location is not

prevented visual searches of
areas in which downed aircraft
were located until long after the
crews eventually died. In other
cases, terrain conditions con-
spired against discovery of the
wreckage until crews died.

Is this sort of thing necessary?
Not really. Crash position in-
dicators and personal locator
beacons are now coming on the
market. A crash position in-
dicator is mounted on the air-
plane and when the aircraft
gronks into a mountain, the in-
dicator is ejected from the air-
craft and it comes to rest
squealing a tale of woe on both
VHF and UHF frequencies.
Searching aircraft are drawn to
it as irresistably as they are
drawn to the navigation signals
of their home air patch. A CPI, in
other words, operates whether
anyone survives or not.

A personal locator beacon
performs much the same func-
tion, but it definitely requires a
survivor to get it on the air, so it
is, perhaps, of more hm_:ted
application in the civilian field,
where survivors rarely bail out,
to land some distance from their

the result of some impersonal
master plan. Rather, they are the
results of the efforts put forward
on our behalf by a spirited group
of volunteers who donated their
time so that the rest of us might
derive more enjoyment from our
stay in Lotus-land-on the West
Coast.

Creating all these im-
provements took a great deal of
time and talent. Time that might
have been better spent with their
families, or doing whatever else
might turn them on. But
they forsook these pleasures and
applied themselves to the
completion of this new boon to
our base.

When people come to list some
of the advantages of being in the
service, it is things such as this
which loom large. The service is
a better place to live because
servicemen care enough to make
it better; because they care
enough to devote many hours of
their time to the betterment of
the base and their environment.

Maine Guard Unit Trained
At Gagetown

Canadian Forces Base
Gagetown - National Guayd—
smen from the States of Maine
rolled into Base Gagetown on
July 3 with 15 howitzers plus a
number of smaller weapons for a
two-week annual training camp
using the base’s firing ranges.

The 442 Guardsmen,
representing towns in the nor-
thern part of the state, are
members of the 1st Battalion of
the 152nd Artillery.

Commanded by Major E.L.
Adams, of Caribou, Maine, it was
the first time a United States
National Guards unit has
exercised at Gagetown.

One of the main reasons for
requesting the Canadian bgse
was the shorter travelling
distance to the training area.

Major Adams explained that in
past years, the Maine National
Guards trained at Camp Drum,
near Watertown, N.Y., a distance
of 610 miles. A three day motor
march was required to get to the
site plus a three-day return trip.

By contrast, the travelling
distance from Houlton, Me., t0
Base Gagetown is 89 miles, which
took approximately three hours.

On arrival at Gagetnwn’s.main
gate, the unit went immediately
to their bivouac in the training
area.

In addition to their 155
howitzers, the unit brought 134
wheeled vehicles, a helicopter,

an 1-19 spotter plane, tents and
light weapons.

The Guardsmen spent most of
the first week firing local defence
weapons such as machine guns,
3.5 rocket launchers, and the 40
millimeter grenade launcher.

A highlight of the first week at
camp was a visit from the
Governor of Maine, Kenneth
Curtis, who went into the field to
view the training of his troops.

For most of the second week,
the howitzers thundered over the
artillery ranges as the guzgrd-
smen practiced day and night
firing plus moves and

Canadians Participate
in Nijmegen March

OTTAWA(CFP)—Four
Canadian Armed Forces teams
received thundering applause as
they marched through Holland's
oldest city last Friday 23 July
1971 in the final day of the world
famed Nijmegen marches.

The Canadian contingent was
composed of four Canadian
NATO components; the Ist
Regiment Royal Canadian Horse
Artillery led by Captain P.R.
Learmouth, Winnipeg, the Royal
Canadian Dragoons led by
Captain R.G. Meating of Saint
John, N.B. The 3rd Canadian

Mechanized Commando led by
Captain R.C. Newman of
Woodstock, Ontario, and 4
Service Battalion, led by Captain
G.G. Graham of Calgary.

The 100-man contingent,
wearing combat gear, was led by
the Canadian Armed Forces
Training Command Band from
Winnipeg. As the Canadians
marched through the festive
streets to traditional airs such as
the Maple Leaf and Vive La
Canadienne, spectators broke
from the crowds to present them
with bouquets of flowers.

A military exercise designed to
test Canada’s NATO Northern
Flank commitment will be held
in Gagetown, New Brunswick,
this fall. It will be the largest held
since armed forces integration
began in 1964.

Army Cadets on

Caribbean Exchange

OTTAWA (CFP) — Eighty-
three Royal Canadian Army
Cadets concentrated at CFB
Petawawa for two weeks of in-
tensive training as instructors
before embarking on a three
week exchange program to five
Caribbean countries from July 23
to August 1.

The High Commissioners from
Jamaica, Trinidad, Tobago, and
Barbados, the acting High
Commissioner from Guayana
and the assistant Commissioner
from the Eastern Caribbean
Commission spoke to the cadets
on Friday July 16. Slides and
movies were shown to
familiarize the cadets with the
countries which are their hosts
from the time they left Ottawa
until they return three weeks
later by armed forces Boeing 707
aircraft.

These boys, all Master Cadets,
are part of an international
exchange program, which
brought 102 army cadets, from
the Caribbean countries to
Canada. :

The Canadian cadets and their
eleven regular forces super-
visory staff, have been broken
into groups with twenty-seven
cadets going to Jamaica, an
identical group is attending
camp in Trinidad and Tobago,
seventeen cadets travelled to
Barbados, while Guayana and
Grenada are hosting eight and
four cadets respectively.

Their counterparts from the
south are training with Canadian
cadets for three weeks at CFB
Gagetown, CFB Valcartier and
Camp Ipperwash. s

The Canadians are giving
instruction in map using, first
aid, basic rescue technigues aqd
weapons handling to the cadets in
the various southern countries.

More than 5,000 soldiers,
sailors and airmen from six
provinces will participate in the
exercise, named Running Jump,
scheduled to get under way in
late September and to last about
two weeks. Troops and equip-
ment will come to Gagetown
from Alberta, Manitoba, Ontario,
Quebec and Nova Scotia, and will
travel by road, rail and sea.

Canada has a commitment to
provide, in an emergency, a
battalion group to  NATO’s
northern flank by air and to
follow this up with additional
elements carried by air and sea
transport, building the total force
to brigade group size. Exercise
Running Jump will' be the first
time the total commitment has
been exercised although various
elements have been deployed to
Norway and Denmark over the
years,

Roughly half a million viewers
lined the streets to witness the
final day ceremonies of the event
as over 13,000 marchers from 25
countries completed the marches
which have been run since 1909.

The marchers ranged in age
from 13 to B85 and the
representatives were from such
diversified backgrounds as the
Glasgow Fire Department,
Israeli women soldiers, London
Bobbies, banks, factories, sports
clubs and youth organizations.

The requirements for the non-
competitive march are 25 miles a
day and 22 pounds of equipment,
including rifle, for the military
entrants and 30 miles a day for
unhampered civilian coun-
terparts. Each day a new route is
taken by the marchers past
windmills and canal paths
surrounding the 1,866 year old
city.

On the third day the march
passed the Canadian War
Cemetery at Broesbeek, where
3,000 Canadian servicemen lie,
killed during the liberation of
Holland in the Second World
War. Many teams broke off at
this point to lay flowers on the
graves, and a wreath was laid by
Lt.-Col. C.S. Read, Commanding
Officer of the Service Battalion
on behalf of the Commander,
Canadian Forces Europe. The
beautifully kept cemetery which
overlooks the Reichswald and the
Rhineland is a testament to the
affection the Canadians have
always received from Hollan-
ders.

The final day was capped by a
marchpast of national groups
past a reviewing stand where the
representative of the Queen of
Holland and senior military
officers of the nations taking part
were seated.

Followed by Jacob, he proceeded back to stand in front of the
sentry box, a fine target for two rebels who were creeping
towards him with drayy daggers. The snow muffled their
footsteps and they were oy, the point of striking when our hero
descended upon them, beating at their faces with his wings and
squawking out a noisy if jpelegant battle cry. With Jacob's
assistance, Kemp was aple to despatch the two immediate
enemy and hold off an attac of several others until help arrived

from an alerted guard hoyse.

Jacob had arrived. He wys purchased from the farmer who
owned him and presented with an officer’s gorget which he wore
as an honored member of Her Majesty’s Coldstream Guards,
Before returning with the Battalion to England Jacob increased
his accolades by winning 5 good conduct ring, granted more in
appreciation of undetecteqd crime than exemplary performance,
and worn, with the gorget around his neck.

For twelve more years crowds gathered at the Battalion's
London Barracks to watch Jacob waddle to and from with the
sentries. Always correct in his military protocol Jacob stood
stiffly to attention when sentries saluted passing officers, and
never accepted gifts from admiring children unless he was

Jacob was killed while on duty when run over by a horse and
cart.

“We're treated no differently
than the men except that we
don’t have to go on the mile and a
half run every morning,"” is a
quote from one of the women
presently on course.

Four of the participants are
members of the teaching staff
and one is a stenographer. Three
are single and two are married.

Taking part in the program are
2Lt. Aline Stairs, 722 Com-
munication Squadron, Saint
John, NB, 2Lt. Linda Wadden, 1st
Field Artillery Regiment,
Dartmouth, N.S., 2Lt. Elizabeth
Casey, Headquarters
Newfoundland District, St.
John's, Nfld., 2Lt. Mary Sandra
Muir, Moncton Service Battalion,
and 2Lt. Deborah Thorne,
Princess Louise Canadian
Hussars, Sussex, N.S.

In past years, a Lieutenant
qualifying course for women was
run by militia members of the
CWAC. This year the instructors
are from the regular force.

The course includes military
law, military history, map using,
methods of instruction and
leadership, plus organization of
the armoured, infantry, and
artillery corps.

The girls also come in for their
full share of ‘‘square bashing”
during the conducted sessions of
the drill field.

Following completion of the
theoretical stage at CFB
Gagetown, the practical phase
conducted at CFB Petawawa,
Ontario, will include four of the
women.
